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ODESSA- THE WAYS OF DEVELOPMENT
Summary

The paper deals with the development of building in Odessa, analyzes the
variants of conversion of residential environment in modern conditions of energy
efficiency.

Setting of problem .Thinking about the title and content of the future article,
I cannot write only about the problems of our city. Now I want to analyze the
better aspects of our present. Perhaps it will be easier to identify the direction of
solving problems, which are common to most cities of the world, by highlighting
of the best, that we have at present.

The main material of the study. Thus, our Odessa is 218 years. It is a city of
varied buildings, which had already occurred. It has the formation of different
types of habitat, appropriated to its era.

Odessa, by virtue of its position in economic, cultural, historical, town planning
and otherwise, may be taken as a typical representative of the historic city of the
southern region of Ukraine. Analysis of the main factors, affecting the status and
development of urban areas of different types, will allow us to develop the
principles and methods of converting the residential environment of other coastal
cities in the south of the country.

The building of Hadzhibey (the name of Odessa until 1795) was began in
1794.1t was designed by the famous engineer Franz de Volan. Urban planning
represented two rectangular grids of streets (blocks approximately 160x160 m),
offseted at 45 degrees. This composition revealed streets towards the sea,
improving aeration, insolation of quarters and increasing the artistic effect.

Along the coast on the depth of some dozens kilometers the steppe extended. It
is the testimony of the titanic work on the cultivation of in parks and streets of the
city.

Odessa had very good zoning of the territory. The main residential and public
administration zones were situated on the upper plateau with enough quiet relief,
while production (port) part was situated at the foot of the coastal slope.



The rapid socio-economic development caused the growth of development into
quarter space. A completion of houses formed a dense development .It was locked
around the perimeter of the site and formed a green inner courtyard. So was solved
the problem of microclimate in the home: the using of summer open space and
shaded courtyard guarded apartments from overheating, as a sort of
thermoregulator .

Thus, under the influence of classical style laws, traditions, architecture of
Balkans, Central Europe,under the influence of climatic factors and features of the
socio-economic development the type of accommodation, traditional for Odessa,
was formed. It had three parts in the structural system: house, yard and residential
center.

This system ensures maximum using of space between houses: leisure,
domestic needs, conducting of horticultural works, allowed to make a gradual
transition from

the external environment to the interior of the premises, improved microclimate of
premises. The closed courtyards made impossible the transit of bystanders, which
contributed to greater assimilation of residential areas. The yard was a core of
social life of the house. And galeries, verandahs, loggias were the green rooms for
recreation and communication. Storage tank for picking of rain water or decorative
tap, little fountain were in the middle of the yard.

In pre-revolutionary period, much attention was paid to the creation of citywide
parks, gardens, parks and boulevards. Churches, shelters ,charitable
establishments, hospitals, schools, theaters were built. The city was a real home-
cozy, comfortable, native .

And what picture we can see now? The rising cost of land, especially in the city
centers, requires more intensive using of area. Low-rise buildings of gallery-type
pushed up by 4-6 floors buildings with a complex configuration, mansards,
basements. Narrow courtyards can not be used, there are no landscaping, aeration
and insolation are degraded,. In the centre of the city most of neighborhoods built

up by 75-80%.

In the middle of twentieth century development of areas,situated near the the
historic center demonstrates us a new approach to the planning of houses adjoining
space. Decrease of the density of buildings created for the improvement of health
and hygiene indicators (insolation, aeration), planting area, functional zoning and
the availability of simple elements of accomplishment. And open courtyards of
common building completely destroyed the privacy of these areas.



The construction of 70-90 years of twentieth century was carried by combined
unit-cell, connecting boxes and open systems. It was the time of microdistricts and
the creation of large households with gardening and landscaping. The acute
shortage of green-communal areas and underdeveloped cultural and community
service were the main problems.

The size of adjacent territoriesof modern buildings clearly indicates its
affiliation

with more or less prestigious areas. The land is more expensive, the landscaping
and gardening are more economic and spartan .

The growing number of cars caused a great number of questions. The storage,
parking and clear separation of roads on their purpose for improving of their
functioning are the main problems.

Conclusions.The analysis of the current situation indicates the need for a radical
and very thoughtful , careful adjustment of already formed urban environment to
create a more comfortable living conditions for the population. The necessity of
preserving of historical heritage of Odessa, its uniqueness and originality that will
certainly be taken into account are the important points.

The creation of cozy, isolated from transit transportation areas with developed
social structure and cultural and community service, with comfortable and greened
courtyards arranged with the necessary zoning is an important step in forming the
living environment of the XXI century. All this will allow our beloved Odessa
again become cozy and yet modern dwelling place for its residents.
