DEVELOPMENT OF ODESSA PORT
IN THE PERIOD
OF MODERNISM 1955 - 1975

Odessa marine port is trade port of in-
ternational value, in the Russian empire was on
the second place after port of Petersburg, dur-
ing Second world war provided the delivery in
the city of live ammunitions, military equip-
ment and fuel, was considerable destroyed
in the war-time, became the marine gate of
Ukraine in the countries of Mediterranean. For
the first three years after war all blasted build-
ings, railway, port ways and structures were
recovered. Began modernization and recon-
struction of most moorages (building of new
refrigerator (1951) and elevator of the Chle-
bnaya harbour (1962)), new moorages were
built on the New and Oil breakwaters, 2274
square meters of new storages were erected.
The volumes of transportations of portin 1950
had grown up comparing with pre-war time.
There was intensive development of port.

The Odessa marine station was built on
the New breakwater in 1968 on the project of
architects V. Golovin and V. Kremlyakov. Build-

" ing is a characteristic example of modernism,

combination of concrete monolithic construc-
tions and glass with metallic bindings. There
was a balcony on a perimeter of the building;
the roof was equipped under summer cafes.
The building exposed to the considerable
changes and reconstructions, visiting-card of
city, place of leisure and rest of people.

Voroncovskiy lighthouse is a main
lighthouse of Odessa port, set in the head of
the Raid breakwater in 1955, was collected
from tubing (cast-iron rings), its height above
a level of water - 27 m.

Conclusion: In connection with the in-
creasing of turnover of goods, modernization
and reconstruction of port objects a period of
1955 - 1975 is characterized by stormy devel-
opment of Odessa port. Basic port buildings,
storages, warehouses were built; they served
